One of my favorite chapters in Scripture is Ecclesiastes

matter under heaven (3:raise God for this season!
As I write this, our children are not quite out of school,
and we’ve not yet had the summer solstice, but my soul
sings the song of summer! I give God praise every
morning when the chirping robins outside of our win-
dow wake me up around 5 a.m.. I give God praise every
morning when [ open my eyes before the alarm goes off
and the light is streamlng in my window. I give God praise every time I spy my
winter coat and know that I don’t need to wear it! For me, summer brings
warmth and laughter and sunshine and extra time with family and reading books
~ and the beach, where creation speaks so brilliantly of God’s glory. It still
brings to me the peace of having the whole summer before me with no bounda-
ries of exams or projects or the school day. (Though please read on to note that
Bethany has quite a lot going on this summer!)

In my church life, I call this the “green” season. The paraments (those pieces of
fabric on the altars and pulpit) and the banners are changed to green, and will
remain green for quite some time, almost half of the church year. The Church
calls this season “ordinary time.” Not “ordinary” as in boring or staid, but
“ordinary” as in the use of ordinal numbers for naming the Sundays (5™ Sunday
after Pentecost, etc.). But for me, green is the color of peace, the color of rest,
the color of Sabbath. It is the color of the green pastures that the Lord, my Shep-
herd, calls me to lie down upon. To take rest. To be refreshed and restored.
Green is the color of summer.

At Bethany, life doesn’t slow down too much for summer. Instead of cutting
back our worship services, we add our Thursday evening “Sonday” service for
those who are traveling over the weekend. Extra exciting is the young adult re-
treat planned for August 19-21! Vacation Bible School is being held in July this
year, our Prison Ministry-sponsored camp children will be with us in worship
on July 24, and our BW Conference office begins to hold workshops so that
each church can formulate our responses to the Bishop’s Call to Action, which
will be complete by October. “The lectionary gifts” with Our summer Bible
readings in worship gift us by spending a long time in Genesis, helping us to
connect the dots in the story of our faith fathers, Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.
There is a lot going on, to be certain, and I hope to see you at Bethany often this
summer. And I also pray that this summer will bring you refreshment, revival,
rest and unimaginable joy!

The discipline of the United Methodist Church says the mission of the church is
to make disciples of Jesus Christ and that local churches provide the most sig-
nificant arena through which disciple-making occurs. In what I think has been a
stroke of genius and faithfulness, our Bethany Focus Team has decided in the
past two years not to try to reinvent the wheel. As most of you know, the Focus
Team meets each spring in a retreat format to set theme, goals and objectives
for the coming year. Most churches and organizations that strive for excellence
do the same thing. I have been a part of those kinds of planning meetings
throughout my careers in education, agriculture and ministry.

Sometimes, in those kinds of planning meetings, we spend so much time and
energy trying to be creative and clever that we fail to spend adequate time on
the main thing. And, as a friend of mine is fond of saying, “the main thing is to
keep the main thing the main thing.” So, two years ago in our annual spring re-
treat we reasoned that Jesus has already given us our marching orders in the

great commission of Matthew 28; 19-20, Go ye therefore and make disciples of
all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything that | have commandé&d you.

The United Methodist Church summarizes that mission as “to make disciples of
Jesus Christ” which is our grace-filled response to the Reign of God in the
world announced by Jesus.

Whenever United Methodists have understood this mission, God has used the
Church to save persons, heal relationships, transform social structures and
spread scriptural holiness, thereby changing the world.

Unfortunately, the United Methodist Church has not effectively pursued that
mission for the last 40 years, a period of time in which our denomination has
lost members each year. During these declining years, there has been no lack of
yreutividy] We habepent ntllliofis bni marketthg ourselves with catchy slogans
like “Catch the Spirit and Open Hearts,” and “Open Doors, Open Minds.” We
have adopted new liturgies and new hymnals. We have legislated every hot but-
ton social issue thoroughly exploring both sides. Still the results have been dis-
appointing.

Bethany has managed in that same time period to move in the other direction.
You have grown from a small, mostly rural congregation to a bustling suburban
congregation, undergone two significant building projects, and seen member-
ship grow along with programs, activities, staff and budget. But we are not im-
mune to the seduction of past success and the temptation to rest on our reputa-
tion. We too are tempted to subscribe to the notion that if we build it, they will
come and we can convince them to become members. But it is not the mission
to let them come and make them members. The commission was to “go... and
make disciples!”

Therefore, we concluded, we don’t need to expend a lot of energy trying to im-
prove on that. Rather, we just need to figure out how to accomplish the mission.
That is why we adopted as our theme for 2011 the very simple phrase,
“Focused on Purpose” which is to say, focus on the Great Commission to

make disciples. We also adopted as
our guiding goals the four foci of the
United Methodist Church and added
an emphasis on strengthening our
parish model (listed in the Focus
Team Report). Much of the fruit of
our efforts has been covered in the
Ministry and Resource Team Reports.
You are to be congratulated on your
faithfulness and dedication to the suc-
cess of the mission.

We acknowledge that as we measure
our ministry efforts over the past
year, there are some troubling areas.
Average weekly attendance is down
approximately 2%. Average Sunday
School attendance is also down along
with the number of baptisms. All
other areas are stable or growing in-
cluding the percentage of regular at-
tendees involved in mission and min-
istry, overall membership, professions
of faith, and most importantly, in my
opinion, growing emphasis and par-
ticipation in service and mission and
in small group participation. On the
resource side you also have been
faithful. The Trustees continue to
maintain and improve our ministry
space with a combination that is hard
to beat; excellence and frugality. The
staff is stable with only two position
changes this year, albeit at key posi-
tions of Associate Pastor and the Di-
rector of Congregational Care. In my
opinion the staff are providing gifted
and visionary leadership even as we
strive to improve.

You have already approved the work
of the Committee on Lay Leadership
where we are pleased to present a full
slate of qualified leaders and you
have heard our Finance Chair an-
nounce that we again anticipate fin-
ishing the year with a balanced
budget. You also approved a budget
for FY 2012 that reflects the current
economic realities without doing
damage to the mission. Thank you all
very much for you part in these ac-
complishments.

I want to be sure, however, that we
don’t get lost in the metrics. They are
useful and necessary only insofar as
they guide us to and keep us focused
on the main thing: To make disciples.

Let me remind you once again that
we don’t have to reinvent the wheel,
start from scratch, or build a new
foundation. The cornerstone is al-
ready in place and his name is Jesus.
We just have to follow him, trust him,
become his disciples and do what dis-
ciples do; make disciples. Mind you,
that will require developing more
leadership excellence, assessing the
changing cultural and demographic
realities, identifying ministry strate-
gies that respond to the changing
landscape, putting structures and
practices in place to support the mis-
sion, and constantly seeking to iden-
tify God working in our midst and
getting on board with God’s plan.

We will make disciples as we:

9 Proclaim the gospel, seek, welcome
and gather persons into the body of
Christ;

91 Lead persons to commit their lives
to God through baptism and profes-
sion of faith in Jesus Christ;

1 Nurture persons in Christian living
through worship, the sacraments,
spiritual disciplines, and other
means of grace;

9 Send persons into the world to live
lovingly and justly as servants of
Christ, feeding the hungry, healing
the sick, caring for the stranger,
freeing the oppressed, and;

9l Witness to our faith in Christ as we
tell the story of Jesus and his love.

Let’s purpose in
our hearts to move into the future,
even as we have in the past, keeping
the main thing the main thing.

Now it was twilight and soon
Jimmie would not be able to read
without turning the cab light on.
Would I ask him? I never did. Be-
fore I left Jimmie, I prayed with
him and his sister’s family thank-
ing the Lord for the warmth they
had shown to their brother by wel-
coming him into their home. Then

I left and will never know how a
Bible reading might have changed
our time together.

I reported to my group that I had
not the courage to ask Jimmie to
read from the Bible. Well, what
would I have asked him to read?
What if he was not able to read?
Yes, other things let him know [
was a person of faith; maybe they
only happened because Fred’s sug-
gestion was so salient to me. See
how important my GIFT group is
to my spiritual life.
