June 22 - July 3 2020

Day 1 — Monday June 22 Flight to Europe
DAY Today board your overnight flight to Europe. Meals served on plane.

Day 2 - Tuesday June 23 Arrival Lisbon (D)
AM Upon arrival at the airport of Lisbon meet & greet with your tour managers. Transfer from the airport to the

centre of the capitol of Portugal! Enjoy a brief orientation tour by coach. Lunch on your own and enjoy
some free time in the old center.

Today enjoy a guided city tour of Lisbon. You will see the old City, its monuments Rossio Square,
Comeércio Square, Marqués de Pombal Square, historical quarters Cathedral and Castelo de Sao Jorge,
and drive along the riverside to admire Black Horse Square, crossing the Bridge over Tagus River.

Late afternoon check in your hotel.

EVE Welcome dinner as a group at or nearby the hotel.
Overnight in Lisbon.

Day 3 - Wednesday June 24 Performance #1 Lisbon (B.D)

AM Breakfast at your hotel. In the morning visit of the Belem quarter and visit of the Belem Tower and the
Jeronimos Monastery. Construction of Jerébnimos Monastery started in 1501 and it was completed in 1601.
The king chose the religious order of Hieronymite monks to run the monastery and they did indeed give
spiritual guidance to sailors for centuries until the monastery was abandoned in 1833.What was created
was more than just a symbol of the exploration era and it was more than a home for religion. The building
is also a treasure of architectural beauty.

PM Free time for lunch on your own. In the afternoon possible performance at Lisbon Cathedral (subject to
availability and approval) or another church like the St George Church Lisbon or similar.

EVE  Group dinner and overnight in Lisbon.

Day 4 — Thursday June 25 Lisbon — Faro — Seville (B,D)

DAY Breakfast at your hotel. Check out and board coaches for Sevilla. Enjoy a long day trip through the
beautiful countryside to Sevilla in Spain via “Faro”.

PM Upon arrival in Faro enjoy lunch on your own and some free time in Faro.
Faro is the administrative centre for the whole of the Algarve region with a population in excess of 58.000
people. The city has both Arab and Roman ruins but most of the present attractive older buildings were
constructed after the disastrous earthquake of 1755 and the earlier one of 1532. Continue to Seville for
hotel check in.

EVE Tapas dinner and overnight in Seville.

Day 5 - Friday June 26 Performance #2 Seville (B,D)

AM Breakfast at your hotel. Morning bus & walking tour of Seville with local guides to see the city highlights:
Plaza de Espafia, UNESCO World Heritage-listed wonders like Seville Cathedral and the Royal Alcazar
Palace. A visit to the Cathedral is included.

PM Free time for lunch on own. Possible performance at Circulo Mercantil, Basilica de Gran Poder or similar.

EVE  Group dinner and overnight in Seville.




Day 6 — Saturday June 27 Seville — Cordoba - Granada (B,D)

DAY Breakfast at your hotel. Board your coach and transfer to Granada. En route stop in Cordoba including visit
of Mezquita with audio-guide. It’s impossible to overemphasise the beauty of Cérdoba’s great mosque, with
its remarkably serene (despite tourist crowds) and spacious interior. One of the world's greatest works of
Islamic architecture, the Mezquita hints, with all its lustrous decoration, at a refined age when Muslims, Jews
and Christians lived side by side and enriched their city with a heady interaction of diverse, vibrant cultures.
Continue on to Granada and upon arrival check in your hotel.

Late afternoon enjoy guided walking tour of Granada. (Pending on Alhambra availability we might switch
this tour with Alhambra visit.

EVE  Group dinner and overnight in Granada.

Day 7 — Sunday June 28 Performance #3 Granada (B,D)

AM Breakfast at your hotel. Morning guided visit to the Alhambra, one of the most remarkable fortresses ever
built. See the Nasrid Palace, the Gardens and towers, the Emperor Charles V’s Palace and the Alcazaba,
the oldest part of the Alhambra and enjoy the amazing views of Granada.

PM Lunch on own. Possible performance at the Basilica San Juan de los Dios or similar.

EVE Group dinner and overnight in Granada.

Day 8 — Monday June 29 Granada - Toledo — Madrid (B,D)
DAY Breakfast at your hotel. Board your coach and transfer to Toledo. The city looks untouched since the time
of El Greco who lived here in the 16t century.
Enjoy a guided tour of this historical city here you see displays of El Greco’s work, beautiful old synagogues
in the Jewish quarters and you will visit the huge cathedral.
Continue on to Madrid. Upon arrival check in your hotel.
EVE Group dinner and overnight in Madrid.

e Optional attend evening concert — pending schedule. Between Euro 25-55 per person for mid-priced
tickets (and pending on which show/concert)

Day 9 — Tuesday June 30 Madrid - Barcelona(B,D)

AM Breakfast at your hotel. In the morning enjoy a guided city tour of Madrid. During the tour you will see the
main sights such as the Monument to Cervantes, the famous author of “Don Quijote”, Plaza Mayor, the
Neptune and Cibeles Fountains and more.
Enjoy a visit of the Prado Museum.

PM Lunch on own and transfer to the train station of Madrid. Take the fast train to Barcelona Sants station.
Board coach and transfer to your hotel.

PM Dinner together close to your hotel and overnight Madrid.
Upon arrival in Barcelona check in at your hotel. Enjoy group dinner and overnight

Day 10 — Wednesday July 1 Performance #4 Barcelona (B.D)

AM Following breakfast at your hotel Enjoy a guided city tour of Barcelona. See all the highlights of the city
including Montjuic, site of the 1992 Olympic Games, the Gothic Quarter with its Roman walls, Parc Guell with
its fantastic neo-Catalan villas, and visit Gaudi’s Sagrada Familia (Church of the Holy Family), left unfinished
at his death in 1926.

PM Lunch on own.

In the afternoon travel to Montserrat. Visit the Monasterio with Black Madonna.
Performance at the Cathedral of Barcelona, Santa Maria del Pi or similar.. Dinner together and overnight in
Barcelona.

Day 11 — Thursday July 2 Barcelona (B,D)

DAY Breakfast included. Day at leisure and transportation card included for today. Spend some of the day on
the golden sands of the Mediterranean enjoying the unique sun, sky and light that has been the source of
inspiration for the creative genius of artists worldwide

EVE  Farewell dinner and overnight in Barcelona.

AM Check out of your hotel and transfer to the airport for your fight back home.
